▪ The only open-admission wildlife hospital, 

provides all wildlife medicine in Marin 

County and beyond – treating over 3,500 

animals per year.

▪ Hotline provides the public (well beyond the 

Bay Area) information and guidance on 

wildlife, habitat and resources – over 

15,000 calls.

sites without success
